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	Junior End of Lesson Summary



Notes for using Junior End of Lesson Summary Cards (Original idea - Sandie Mourâo)
Purpose
The idea behind using the assessment cards is to give Young Learners an easy focus to reflect on the lesson. It includes reflections on activities, methods of work – pair work / group work etc,  language used including any new language, whether the students enjoyed the lesson, behaviour.

Using the cards
There is no right or wrong way to use these cards. The following method is the method I use as it seems logical, but is open to any adaptation a teacher feels is useful.

Activity Cards
Drawing, Reading, Writing, Colouring, Music, Games, Video / DVD, Cutting, Sticking, + any others you wish to add i.e computers.
I start with these cards and ask the students ‘Did we do any reading?’ – elicit Yes / No and encourage them to reflect on which activity we did, for example ‘we read the storybook’, we wrote sentences in our activity book’ – if Yes, stick card on board. (Other cards could be added to suit the level of class and any additional activities you may use – i.e. computers).
‘Interaction’
Teacher and students. On our own. In pairs. In groups.
Again, elicit responses from students, encourage them to reflect on the activities, ‘we played the card game in pairs’ - if yes, stick card on board.

Speaking / Listening – self-explanatory

Vocabulary
Did we remember any words? Elicit examples. Did we remember any sentences? Elicit examples (can I borrow a rubber please?)

Did we learn any new words? Elicit examples. Did we learn any new sentences? Elicit examples (I like…. I don’t like…)

Students reaction to the lesson
Didn’t like it – if not, what didn’t they like?

It was OK.

Liked it.

Behaviour
Students decide which card they deserve and why.

Very bad!!!  If this card, go over what was wrong. Too much talking, not paying attention, ‘mucking about’. 

(This can be used to encourage peer pressure if appropriate – ‘you would have got very good but what was João doing all lesson?’ – ‘talking and not paying attention teacher!’

I have also found it useful to show this card to the class during a lesson when behaviour starts to deteriorate as a reminder – can be VERY effective, but be careful not to over-use this as it will lose its effect.

Can also be used to show this card to a particular student, but award a good behaviour card to the class as a whole.)
Bad!  Again, discuss the areas that you were not happy with.

Good. Discuss what was good, what they need to improve to get a ‘Very good’

Very Good. Discuss why this lesson was very good.
These cards can be used as a negotiation point. It’s important to discuss what they did well and what they need to work on for the next lesson. Once students have achieved a ‘Very Good’, they are extremely keen to achieve this in future lessons – it does happen!!!!!!

I was very sceptical about the use of these cards, but was amazed at how effective they were, both in terms of focussing students on their learning as well as manging discipline. It is important to build them into the lesson routine and use them at the last 5-10 minutes of EVERY class. It is WELL worth it in terms of engaging and involving young learners in the lesson.They feel much more part of the process and it encourages their awareness of the role they play in a successful lesson. It also makes them feel that it is much more their lesson than one the teacher is imposing on them. Parents also like the technique very much when they observe classes – particularly when students say they enjoyed a lesson, and when they judge their own behaviour!  
I also find them useful as it encourages me to reflect on the lesson at the same time. Occasionally when you review the activities you may find there was much less variation of activity than you had realised or far to much focus on one particular skill.
Good luck – any additional thoughts or ideas on using or adapting these cards would be welcome.
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
